Next Windseeker race is winter #2 on Saturday, February 2nd, and it should have been recorded and
the boats all put to bed by the time you read this. The final in this series is March 1st and because of that I’ll
mention it now. If you have not experienced a Windseeker race you should. This could be the most fun way
to race a sailboat known to human kind. There are no excuses. To participate with boat contact me and I’ll
walk you through the steps of becoming a Windseekers skipper. If without a boat, contact me, or just show-
up at the skippers meeting 1000 for Saturday races and 1800 for Wednesday evenings and we’ll secure
you a ride.

Remember the investment you’ve made in your 
boat?  Many new boaters don’t give their own 
preparation much thought, and are typically ill-
equipped to operate their new boat safely and 
prudently.  And even seasoned boaters often 
step up into a vessel beyond their experience.  
When that’s the case, you can bet that trouble 
isn’t lurking far behind.  Give yourself and your 
crew the confidence and peace of mind that 
comes with professional instruction.
