Eligibility: Open to all boats with valid PHRF ratings current at the time of each individual race. Also
open to one-design class boats. All boats must meet PIYA Category III safety requirements. All entries
must be a member of a PIYA affiliated club.
Registration: A completed registration form and appropriate funds must be in the possession of CYCT’s
Race Chairman by 1900 on the Friday prior to the intended race, or presented at the skippers meeting
on August 8th, 2008.
Skippers Meeting: Skippers meeting will be held at 0830 June 13th at the CYCT Clubhouse Tyee II
Marina.
Class Flags, Rating Breaks and Starting order: Class flags, rating breaks and starting order will be
posted at the CYCT Clubhouse Bulletin Board by 0900 on June 13th and broadcast on VHF Channel 68
prior to the first warning of the day’s racing. They will also be announced at the Skippers Meeting.
Check-In, And Check-Out: Before the start of the days racing, the Race Committee requires all
boats to sail by the Race Committee boat STARBOARD side to STARBOARD side and hail with their
sail numbers. A boat that withdraws or retires shall notify the race committee at the earliest
opportunity via VHF channel 68 or by hail.
START AND FINISH AREA: The start and finish area will be in Commencement Bay.
COURSES: Courses will be posted on the Race Committee Boat and maybe Windward/Leeward
courses
or short distance races around temporary or existing in Commencement Bay Marks. Furthermore, up to
six races may be held.
STARTING ORDER: The Race Committee will determine the starting order.
START TIME: The first warning is scheduled for 0955.
TIME LIMIT: Ninety Minutes (90) minutes for the first boat in each class. If a boat finishes within
ninety minutes all other boats in her class must finish within 15 minutes of the first boat to finish or
within ninety minutes from the start, whichever is longer. This changes RRS Rule 35.
PARTY: After the day of racing there will be a post race party with food and refreshments at the
CYCT Clubhouse.
AWARDS: Awards will be presented at the after race party on June 1
